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The last few years have seen a considerable rise in interest in the use of flexible, or adaptive clinical trials designs.  These concepts encompass many differing types, from designs involving a simple re-assessment of sample size at a single interim analysis, to more complex designs involving adaptive randomisation, prediction based on surrogates and Bayesian decision theory.  The purpose of all of these designs is to make use of all currently available data in making appropriate decisions.  In this talk I look at some of these developments, particularly as they relate to dose selection.
